God is faithful. We can count on Him to always do just what He says He will do. There are many times when
we are scared or worried about things, but we know that God is faithful. We can trust Him and His good plans
completely—no matter what! God has given His people many promises in His Word, the Bible. They learn these
promises to help them remember how God will be faithful to them. One of the best promises God makes is to
save whoever asks Him to forgive their sins when they turn away from sinning and trust in Jesus to save them.
God is faithful. If we ask Him for forgiveness, trusting in Jesus as our Savior, we know that He will forgive us, too.

“The LORD is faithful to all his promises and loving toward all he has made. The LORD is near to
all who call on him, to all who call on him in truth. He fulfills the desires of those who fear him;
he hears their cry and saves them."--Psalm 145:13, 18-19

Learn a Little: “The LORD is faithful to all his promises.”

God’s people are the people who fear Him. That is, those who know He is God and desire to
love and obey Him with their whole lives. They know He promises to fulfill their desires with
good things, that He hears their cries and will always save them. This is because they know that
the LORD is always, completely faithful to all His promises.

1. What is the LORD faithful to always keep? All of His promises.

2. How does the LORD treat all that He has made? He is loving toward all He has made.

3. What does it mean that God's people fear Him? Not that they are scared of Him, but that they
know He is God and want to honor Him with everything they do.
